As part of the Recovery Act, police departments across the country were given funds to hire new police officers.  In response to this, the National Crime Prevention Council (NCPC), in partnership with the U.S. Department of Justice, Office of Justice Programs, Bureau of Justice Assistance (BJA), will provide training and technical assistance to newly hired law enforcement officers and crime prevention practitioners.  Our goal is to provide these officers and practitioners with skill-based training, tools, and resources to assist them to execute their jobs effectively which, in turn, keeps their communities safe.





NCPC plans to conduct regional basic crime prevention courses and skill-based training in the areas of Crime Prevention Through Environmental Design (CPTED), mortgage fraud and vacant property crime, campus crime prevention and gang violence prevention.
